	General


	This course aims to provide those attending with an understanding of how behaviour is used by people within the context of relationships and recognise the part their own interactions have in managing and in some cases escalating the behaviours of those they work with. Those attending will also have opportunity to review their own practice and how they successfully manage certain behaviours at present. Within the body of the course we will reference specific needs related items such as Autism, Aspergers, ADHD, and a range of other disabilities and needs. It would be impossible to cover every disability and additional need but we will endeavour to cover those specifically brought to our attention by those attending the training.

Learning outcomes:

	· To define what we consider being Behaviours that Challenge.

· To understand the causes of Behaviour that Challenges.
· To understand the role that our relationships play in behaviour.

· To look at the use of Distraction, De-escalation and Defusion techniques and understand the additional needs of children.

· Practitioners will be able to define what behaviours are challenging to them and how this impacts on the way in which we then interact.

· Practitioners will be able to give the major causes of behaviour that challenges and relate these to the children they work with and the particular needs of individual children.

· Practitioners will be able to recognise that behaviour happens in the context of relationships and be able to use this to plan better management strategies and recognise the difference between the 3 defined strategies.  Practitioners will have an appreciation of the different additional needs of children from Autism and Aspergers to specific syndromes and physical disabilities as well as those children with SEN (Special educational needs) and ESBD (Emotional Social Behavioural Difficulties).
