Rebecca saves piglet’s bacon
One of Nottinghamshire County Council’s animal health officers has saved a piglet, who was faced with the chop after it was found wandering in the Eakring area.  Rebecca Kruszewski and her colleagues had a call from the RSPCA about the lost piglet, which was spotted by a local landlord.

Attempts were made to find the farm the piglet had come from, but these were unsuccessful. The animal was also unable to be re-homed with other pigs because of the risk of bullying or spreading disease.

So when the piglet was faced with being put down, 27 year old Rebecca stepped in and agreed to re-home him.  She has now named him Lucky.

Rebecca said: “He is absolutely gorgeous and it would have broken my heart if he’d been put down. Fortunately, my dad already looks after some sheep and he’s said he also has room for a piglet, so he’s now moved in and is making himself comfortable.  We come across some difficult cases in our line of work, so it’s nice that this story has had a happy ending.”

The County Council’s animal health team, which is part of the trading standards service, works with local farmers to make sure they are registering and transporting animals correctly.  They also inspect farms and other locations when they receive reports about farm animals being in poor condition.

The Power of Well Being 

The Power of Well Being (PWB) has been available to higher tier authorities since the Local Government Act 2000, but it has only just become available for parish councils to use (since April 2009) via the Local Government and Public Involvement in Health Act 2007.  

However, if a parish council wishes to use the PWB it must first comply with four main rules regarding eligibility.  These are:

· to have a qualified clerk (CiLCA is the most usual qualification but there are other options)

· a minimum of two-thirds of vacancies on the council must have been filled at the last ordinary elections

· 80% of councillors must be trained in the use of the well-being power; and

· the council must have published a statement of intent as to community engagement.

Nottinghamshire Association of Local Councils (NALC) is running the required training for the councils which have requested it.  Cotgrave Town Council is the first to have completed the training, and Whatton in the Vale has also undergone the training.  

This is an important new power for parish councils.  As it is in its infancy we have yet to judge how well it will be used, but it has the potential to give parish councils wide-reaching opportunities to provide facilities and services for their communities.  This could include contributing to education and health,  and carrying out such projects as the building or moving of new war memorials.

Rural Community Action Nottinghamshire is to share an award of £432,000 from the Big Lottery as part of a regional consortium bid to help combat suicide in the East Midlands. Based on a successful pilot scheme in Leicestershire, RCAN will be co-ordinating suicide awareness training seminars in Nottinghamshire and aims to be a focus for suicide in the region.

Members of the general public will be encouraged to attend the seminars to ensure that awareness of suicide is raised across all of Nottinghamshire communities.

Rob Crowder, Chief Executive of RCAN, says “I am glad to see the problem of suicide being given the recognition and resources needed in order for us to deliver positive action. It is an issue which affects society as a whole. This funding will now allow us the opportunity to involve staff from key agencies, employers, and most importantly the general public in Nottinghamshire in helping them not only to have a greater understanding of the problem but also to see how we can all work together to address the tragedy of suicide”. 

Broxtowe Action Fund

Voluntary and community groups in Broxtowe are being reminded of a fund which give grants of up to £2,000.  Since Broxtowe Borough Action Fund started in 2000.

In the last nine years a very diverse range of projects has been supported  including a ladybird farm on a community allotment, yoga classes for disabled people and a skateboarding park in Stapleford.  It has given nearly £165,000 to 188 groups.  Many of the projects support the most vulnerable people in communities and have a lasting effect on people’s quality of life.

Small Arts Groups in Nottinghamshire to get £94,000

Folk music, dance, opera, jazz and drama groups are  among those to benefit from £94,000 of grants to small arts organisations, awarded by Nottinghamshire County Council in September.

The grants for 2009/2010 include:

· £8,500 to help maintain Averham’s Robin Hood Theatre until it can be reopened

· £5,000 for The Gate to Southwell Folk Festival, which took place in June

· £7,500 to Random Line for arts events for people with learning disabilities

· £5,000 to Magdala to take opera to 300 young people in schools

· £10,000 to Dance4 for dance performances and workshops, including sessions for older people to help them stay healthy.

The total amount is £6,500 more than was awarded in 2008/2009. 

County Councillor John Cottee, Cabinet Member for Culture and Community, said: “These grants will make a significant contribution to the cultural life of our county.  All organisations receiving a grant have to report back to show us how they are spending it so we can make sure Council Taxpayers are getting value for money and good quality products.”
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Newark’s historic park

Work has begun on a £1.6 m regeneration of Sconce and Devon Park, Newark.  Councillor Bryan Richardson launched the projects at the Boundary Road entrance to the park, which is the site of the Queen’s Sconce, an earthwork fortification dating from the English Civil War.  The Scheduled Ancient Monument is one of the country's finest remaining earthworks from the English Civil War (1642-51).  It is distinctively star-shaped when viewed from the air and is one of nine siege works remaining in a recognisable state in and around Newark.

The Queen’s Sconce is considered an internationally important heritage feature, and is surrounded by open space and playing fields.  Newark and Sherwood District Council successfully applied to the Heritage Lottery Fund, which donated £1,130,000 under the Parks for People initiative.  The focus of the bid was the restoration of the Queen’s Sconce.

The £1.6 m project is also being funded by the district council, Nottinghamshire County Council’s Building Better Communities scheme, WREN, The Veolia Environmental Trust, the Alliance Sub-regional Strategic Partnership and the Friends of Sconce and Devon Park.  The support from WREN and The Veolia Environmental Trust came through the Landfill Communities Fund. 

A new bridge for pedestrian access, and new signs explaining the history of the sconce, will also be installed.  New seats, litter bins and picnic tables will be provided throughout the park. 

The intention is to enhance the appearance and accessibility of the park, to encourage and involve more users, and to conserve and improve the Queen’s Sconce.

The improved park will include educational, training, volunteering and employment opportunities, a new ranger’s office, a visitor information area and toilets, and a new play area.

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First for satisfaction and value  

Rushcliffe is the top district council in the country for customer satisfaction and value for money thanks to residents. Last autumn, residents nationwide were sent the Place Survey to find out what they thought of public services. The survey gives a snapshot of how people rate services and an indication of factors contributing to a good quality of life.

Rushcliffe was ranked first in the country among district councils for customer satisfaction - two thirds of residents were happy with how the Borough Council runs its services, compared to the national average of 45%. Over nine out of ten (93%) Rushcliffe residents also said they love living here.

Rushcliffe achieved another first – top place in the country for residents stating the Council provides good value for money.  Rushcliffe was ranked second in terms of people feeling they were treated respectfully by public services. Closely following this, Rushcliffe came in third place for residents feeling they could influence decisions made.

Beeston Becomes a Fairtrade Town

After months of hard work from local people, Beeston has been declared a Fairtrade Town.  The Fairtrade Beeston Group, who started Beeston’s Fairtrade Town campaign, is made up of local residents and representatives of schools, churches, shops and other local businesses with support from Broxtowe Borough Council.

This status is awarded to towns that meet five specific goals covering the availability and use of Fairtrade products, support for the Fairtrade Town campaigns and the establishment of a group that will promote and support Fairtrade products, issues and initiatives. Achievements in Beeston have included the hugely successful Beeston Goes Bananas event in March, running stalls at other community events and surveying shops and cafes selling Fairtrade goods in Beeston.

Future events are planned.  Fairtrade is an international movement guaranteeing a fair and stable price to producers in developing countries, allowing them to cover their costs, provide for their families and invest in community facilities.

Upper Broughton Village Hall upgrade

Upper Broughton Parish Council is close to completing a significant upgrade of their village hall. 

The main village hall, built in 1899 as the Parish Rooms for St Luke’s Church, has been owned by the parish council for many years and now includes the adjoining Rose Cottage.

The project has been a joint venture between the parish council, owners of the hall, and the Village Hall Management Committee who organise the day to day operations of the hall.  The former has taken on the building of an extension behind Rose Cottage to provide the new toilets plus other structural work, while the management committee is providing the hall with a modern new fitted kitchen.

The total cost of the project is in the region of £72,000 with grants from WREN, Awards for All, Rushcliffe Borough Council and Nottinghamshire County Council, Plus a significant input from the Management Committee and Parish Council.

Besides the improvements to be seen, there will be a reduction in heating costs with added insulation and savings in the kitchen from new more efficient appliances and the hall will be fully accessible to wheelchairs.

Keyworth Week of Action

The Keyworth Week of Action kicked off on Saturday 11 July at the Keyworth show.  Keyworth residents were keen to talk about the priorities for their area.  Several agencies came together to organise activities throughout the week and beyond.

Three drugs warrants were carried out resulting in two arrests and a small amount of ecstacy and cannabis being seized

Trading Standards checked 25 premises and reported that there is good compliance with trading legislation and customer protection

Probationers helped to tidy up the area whilst maintenance workers were out in force to do footway patching, carriageway patching and street furniture painting
an anto-social behaviour drama workshop was delivered at South Wolds School

Road Safety classes were delivered at the Willow Brook Primary School.Truancy sweeps were carried out during the week

Police, Trading Standards and Road Safety along with other partners helped deliver the Three 9s Challenge Programme at South Wolds School

DVLA and VOSA checked vehicles on the A606 with 12 vehicles being stopped

The council has engaged the 35-strong Nottingham Concert Band to present a Christmas Concert in Grange Hall on Sunday 19 December next year.

Clerk Mike Elliott explained: “Our Hall is continually being booked and we have to get dates down early and the Band are equally busy and have bookings for many months ahead and so it suited us both to make the early booking.”

Sport on Sunday

Discussions are to continue to take place in a bid to lift a covenant which prevents Sunday sport taking place on Keyworth Playing Fields.  Following talks with sports organisations in the village the parish council, together with Keyworth Playing Fields Association, presented a proposal to St Mary’s Parochial Church Council, for use of the playing fields for sporting activities on Sundays.

Parish councillor Tim Heeley said this was turned down by the church authority but they have voted in favour of holding further discussions with the council on modifying the ‘restrictive’ covenant.  He says that Sunday sport will be on the agenda for their members to continue to look at the matter and when hopefully there will be further proposals to consider.

It is hoped that in future junior football could be played during winter months on Sunday mornings.

Eastwood Memorial Garden

In the early autumn, Broxtowe Borough Council will be working in partnership with The Royal British Legion to plant a replacement bed of roses at Mansfield Road Recreation Ground, Eastwood.  The creation of the new memorial garden is to replace the original bed, which was removed during a general overhaul of the site.

The Council is working with The Royal British Legion to create a large new rose bed in the centre of the memorial gardens as part of the build up to Remembrance Sunday this November.  This bed will be marked with a commemorative plaque provided by The Royal British Legion.  

In addition to the new rose bed, this summer will see the completion of a £35,000 redevelopment of the children's play area on the park with new equipment for both toddlers and other children.

Walk to Sutton Bonington Nature Reserve is Now Easier

Visitors to a nature reserve at Sutton Bonington can now get there more easily, thanks to an improved path that was officially opened in September.

The path from the playing field to Sutton Bonington Sporting Clays Club and Spinney and Meadows Local Nature Reserve now has a stone chip surface.  

The work was funded by £1,000 from Nottinghamshire County Council’s Building Better Communities scheme and £1,500 from Sutton Bonington Parish Council. 

County Councillor Richard Butler, Cabinet Member for Environment and Sustainability, said: “The parish council requested this path improvement for the benefit of residents and visitors.  This is just the kind of project the Building Better Communities scheme supports, so we were happy to make a contribution to the cost of the work.”

County Councillor Lynn Sykes, who represents the Soar Valley electoral division, said: “I would like to thank the parish council for working with us on this project and for its financial contribution.  The path was previously very muddy and slippy in bad weather and could be impossible for disabled people to use at all, so this is a great improvement.”

The Big Picture campaign

Rushcliffe Borough Council has just launched The Big Picture campaign to help people understand about the challenges and changes facing Rushcliffe over the next few years and to stimulate views and opinions.  

With significant housing to be built – along with potential sporting and supporting facilities – The Big Picture is finding out what local people want in their community.

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Ashfield to Bolsover Trails ...

At the end of July Nottinghamshire County Council, Ashfield District Council and East Midlands Development Agency (EMDA) celebrated the completion of phase two highway works to develop the Ashfield to Bolsover trails – which surround the former Teversal Manor Station, which was funded by EMDA and cost £300,000.  The money was secured by Nottinghamshire County Council, who also designed and managed the improvement scheme. 

The work was carried out by Ashfield District Council’s Highways Service.  New improvements include:

· a new entrance to the Teversal Manor Station Heritage Works (previously, Teversal Manor Station) at Fackley Road Bridge. The new entrance can only be accessed by walkers, wheelchair users, cyclists and horse riders 

· a resurfaced Teversal link track 

· new interpretation boards and finger sign posts 

· a new section of platform, complete with a heritage lamppost and the memorial bench 

· general tree maintenance, coppicing and hedge-laying, culvert clearing, boundary fencing and ecological work.

… The Station Master

A station master who devoted 62 years of his life to Teversal Manor Station, near Sutton in Ashfield, has had a memorial bench dedicated to him on the station platform by friends and family.  

The unveiling of the bench took place at Teversal Manor Station Heritage Works, formerly known as Teversal Manor Station.

This was during celebrations to mark the completion of improvement works to develop the Ashfield to Bolsover Trails which surround the former station.

Station Master, Louis Zelickman died last year aged 86.  He worked at Teversal Manor Station in Sutton in Ashfield for 17 years, from 1946 to 1963 – the year it closed – and continued to live in the station master’s old station house, located nearby.

After his job as station master, he continued to take a keen interest in the development of the Ashfield to Bolsover trails and development of the old station site.

Attending the ceremony was his sister Olga Knight and her son Paul Knight, (pictured left) who both unveiled a memorial bench on a section of platform which has been recently recreated. The bench bears the inscription “In memory of Louis Zelickman – Station Master from 1946 to 1963”. 
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Are you ready to react?

Emergencies - Flooding … flu … a fire … or a terrorist attack. Major emergencies can strike suddenly, unexpectedly and anywhere – even in Nottinghamshire.  Would you be ready to react if there was an emergency?

According to recent research, very few of us know what we should do to protect ourselves and our homes.  Nottinghamshire County Council is working with the police, fire service, district and borough councils and other partners to help local people to be prepared for emergencies in their homes and neighbourhoods.

‘Ready to react’ is a new campaign to educate people how to prepare for the worst.  By planning in advance, people can help to reduce the impact of emergencies if they do strike. It is being launched in two pilot areas in Sutton in Ashfield and part of Newark and Sherwood before being rolled out across the county next year.  It was recently launched at the Ashfield Show.  More than 800 people entered a ‘ready to react’ competition where they answered questions about planning for emergencies.

Information leaflets and ‘ready to react’ promotional items will also be distributed at local events and information points, such as county contact points.

‘Ready to react’ will also work with local groups, such as parish councils and neighbourhood watch schemes to help them develop emergency plans for their villages and towns.  These plans will help identify vulnerable members of the public who may need help in an emergency.  The groups will also receive leaflets and emergency packs to help them prepare.

Helen Stephenson, emergency planning officer at Nottinghamshire County Council, said: “People who live in the local area are always the first on the scene when an emergency occurs. They are also best placed to let us know what the impact of an emergency is likely to be on their neighbourhood and to offer help to vulnerable [image: image5]people who live near them.

Notts County Councillors’ local fund set to increase

Local communities across Nottinghamshire are set to reap the rewards of £167,500 of extra funding available to County Councillors to spend in their wards each year.

The Councillors’ Division Fund – formerly the Electoral Division Initiative – previously gave Nottinghamshire County Councillors an annual £7,500 allowance to spend in their areas on a wide range of activities and improvements.  Cabinet Members have agreed to increase this allowance to £10,000 for the benefit of local communities.

Examples of schemes funded by the Electoral Division Initiative in 2008/09 include: 

· £275 for a voluntary youth club in Netherfield

· £5,000 towards the rebuilding of the scout and community hut for the 1st Lady Bay Scout Group in West Bridgford and £250 towards a nine-day trip to Switzerland  for the West Bridgford Explorer Scouts 

· £2,000 towards equipment for playtime activities at Mapplewells Primary and Nursery School, Sutton-in-Ashfield 

· £2,500 towards a BMX festival in May 2008 organised by the Mansfield Wheels BMX Club 

· £1,200 toward treatment couches at the Fountain Medical Centre in Newark 

· £4,000 towards DARE (Drug Abuse Resistance Education) education at Eskdale Junior School in Chilwell and College House Junior School in Beeston 

· £250 towards a new notice board for Ranskill Parish Council in Bassetlaw 

· £100 towards the Devali celebration and festival costs for Nasi Saheli, the North Notts Asian women’s organisation 

· £1,000 towards a CCTV camera in the Manton area of Worksop.

Councillor Reg Adair, Cabinet Member for Finance and Property at Nottinghamshire County Council, said: “This scheme has been very popular with councillors of all parties and I have been impressed by the range and quality of activities funded by the initiative.  It is the most valuable source of funding which councillors can use to assist local groups in their divisions so I think this increase in funding will make a big difference to local communities across the county.”

Budget Consultation

Nottinghamshire residents have the chance to comment on which County Council services are important to them - as the council begins consultation on its 2010/11 budget.

Councillor Kay Cutts, Leader of Nottinghamshire County Council, said “We have been elected to serve Nottinghamshire.  This consultation will provide us with information when we make important decisions about the budget.  I’d like to thank everyone who takes time to fill in the survey.  We have some hard decisions to make but we are committed to freezing council tax, as our manifesto promised.” 

The council plans to freeze council tax next year to help reduce the tax burden on local people and faces a number of budget pressures, including:

· a shortfall in government funding of at least £5 million from 2011 onwards

· the need to move up to £60 million from existing budgets to fund services requiring more money over the next 3 years, including:

· older people’s care in response to more residents reaching retirement age and living longer

· meeting the rising costs of food, fuel, electricity and materials needed for council services.

The council is currently exploring options on how it could make up to 10% savings from next year’s budget, which could save up to £40 million in total to reduce these budget pressures.

The services that Nottinghamshire County Council pays for will cost £472.9 million this year (2009/10) which includes caring for older people, children’s social services, highways and public transport, libraries, country parks, youth service and waste disposal.  An addition £426.5 million is spent on schools, but this is funded from central government.

Harby to High Marnham multi user route development

A £780,000 multi-user route (MUR) is planned to link Harby with High Marnham for walkers, cyclists and horse riders. 

The project is funded entirely by EMDA from its Brownfield Land Action Plan (BLAP) programme and is an 8.4 km section of MUR running from Harby to High Marnham along a disused railway line.  This will be Phase 1 of the proposed Central Linear Route running across north Nottinghamshire. 

When complete, the wider Central Linear Route development will link major tourist attractions in the area with urban locations and provide sustainable travel options throughout the sub-region. 

This Phase 1 development will adjoin with the existing SUSTRANS N64 MUR at Harby and continue westward over the Fledborough Viaduct and terminate at the High Marnham end by ramping up on to an existing footpath adjacent to Crabtree Lane.  

The scheme will also involve the creation of a new access ramp at Church Lane bridge and safety and repair work to bridges and vegetation and habitat management.

The County Council has been involved in designing the scheme.

This development provides a recreational facility for public use which is free to use at the point of access. It will offer an opportunity for walkers, cyclists, equestrians and buggy users, to sample a stretch of Nottinghamshire’s beautiful countryside crossing the River Trent.

Older People's Strategic Partnership

Countywide Older People's Strategic Partnership, chaired by Councillor Mel Shepherd Portfolio holder for Adult Social Care and Health, will be looking at the new ageing strategy for Nottinghamshire Opportunity Age 2009-2012 during October.  

Partners have been meeting regularly to carry out tasks and work on the priorities agreed for 2006-09 and there is a celebration within the new strategy of all that hard work.  

However we need to move forward and start looking at new issues as well as completing previous tasks so the new strategy advices on the national agenda from Building a Society for All Ages (HM Government) and how we in Nottinghamshire can continue to do our best in considering the needs of people over 50.

Commemorations to mark County Hall’s 70th anniversary

Plans are in full swing to celebrate County Hall’s 70th birthday in November.

A new information board will be unveiled on Friday 20 November – almost 70 years to the day (21/11/39) when the then Lord Lieutenant of Nottinghamshire, His Grace the Duke of Portland laid the County Hall foundation stone.

The 70th anniversary commemorative board will be unveiled by County Council Leader, Councillor Kay Cutts, and will include drawings and a brief history about the building.

The board will also reveal architect E Vincent Harris’ original plans for a huge 17-storey clock tower on the riverbank – plans which were eventually abandoned due to post-war building restrictions.

Councillor Kay Cutts Leader of Nottinghamshire County Council says: “County Hall is an iconic building, its green copper roof visible for miles around. A well known local landmark, County Hall deserves to be recognised for its importance as the home of county government.

“Many tourists and walkers use the Trent river bank which makes it a great location for a new information board telling the story of the history of County Hall.  And we’ll also be planting a tree to mark this very special occasion.”  

Harris, who had already completed prestigious civil buildings including Leeds Civic Hall, Manchester Library and Somerset County Hall, felt the classical revival style he favoured suited County Hall because of ‘its position and general amenities provoke the language of enthusiasm’.

Work on the building was delayed following the outbreak of the Second World War and the site was officially moth balled in 1941. The main building was finally completed in 1956, although further additions including the Council Chamber, assembly hall and CLASP block were added in the 1960s and ‘70s.

The information board will be unveiled on Friday 20 November at 12 pm.

Nottinghamshire leading the way in reducing energy waste
Nottinghamshire County Council and the Energy Saving Trust, with the support of Rushcliffe Borough Council, have come together to introduce the Energy Monitor Loan Scheme.  The scheme is being piloted from mid July in libraries across Rushcliffe and if successful will be rolled out to libraries across the county in celebration of Energy Saving Week 19‑25 October 2009.  The aim is to give every resident the opportunity to loan an energy monitor from their local library.

Councillor Richard Butler, Cabinet Member for Environment and Sustainability at the County Council said: "I am really impressed about the trial of this project.  It’s an excellent way for residents to work out how much energy they are using in their own home.  

I think sometimes we don’t realise exactly how much energy we consume, this handy monitor will help people get to grips with not only consumption but will also provide food for thought in looking for ways to reduce that figure." 

Energy Monitors are used to keep track of how much energy you are using in your home, which can be displayed in kW or pounds and pence.  This real-time visual display of your energy use will show you how much you can save by doing very quick and simple things such as turning your appliances off standby, taking shorter showers or washing at lower temperatures. Judging by its success in other counties this exciting scheme will make a huge difference in helping every household to save energy, money and the environment.

Trees For Shade

Over the last 8 years, Greenwood Community Forest has operated a community tree planting grant scheme. The scheme provides advice and grants to encourage and support the planting of trees in school grounds and other community areas which help improve the local landscape, enhance biodiversity or provide an educational resource eg planting to provide an outdoor classroom or supporting a food project such as planting an orchard.

The focus for the Greenwood tree-planting grant scheme is changing this year as we will be addressing the need for ‘Trees for Shade’.  The ‘Trees for Shade’ project will have two main elements.

· General tree planting around playgrounds, school playing fields and publicly accessible green space.  The benefits include filtering UV light, reducing temperatures and providing safe, cool areas for play, outdoor study and recreation.

· Targeted Planting adjacent to buildings, which will help reduce summertime temperatures in classrooms and around school buildings.  This will provide a more comfortable working environment and reduce the need for energy hungry air conditioners.

The ‘Trees for Shade’ project is an important step forward in adapting to climate change as scientists predict that by 2080, the average temperature will be 4°C higher, which will make us feel pretty uncomfortable as well as affecting our health.

Trees can help by providing shade and have a cooling effect through transpiration (which is water evaporating from tree leaves and other vegetation). Studies show that a 10% increase in tree cover can reduce temperatures in urban areas by 4°C.

Please note the scheme is only available within Ashfield District, Borough of Broxtowe District, Gedling District, Mansfield District and Newark and Sherwood District.

£6.5 m Mansfield youth centre revamp 

A £6.5 m revamp of Mansfield’s young people’s centre at Westfield Folk House has been given the final go-ahead by Nottinghamshire County Council.

Councillors gave their final approval for the County Council to contribute £1.5 m towards the scheme, which has also received £5 m from the Government’s Myplace fund. 

The County Council project is one of only 15 nationally to be awarded a Myplace grant and beat off competition from around the country to gain the funding.

The funding will see the Folkhouse, which is located on Westfield Lane, become a state-of-the-art fully integrated multi agency youth facility, offering youth clubs and targeted projects for young people seven days a week. 

The centre will also be able to offer facilities for young people with disabilities along side vocational training programmes for teenagers during the day time 7 day a week.

Councillor Philip Owen, the County Council’s Cabinet Member for Children’s and Young People’s Services, said: “I am delighted to give my support to this worthwhile scheme which will create a world-class youth facility in the centre of Mansfield.  This will be a wonderful place for young people to enjoy themselves and have fun in a safe and secure setting.”

First Contact

The First Contact Signposting Scheme has been delivering low level preventative services to the over 60’s in Nottinghamshire since 2005.

The completion of one simple checklist brings access to a wide range of services which can help people to stay safe and independent in their own homes.

First Contact is funded and administered by Nottinghamshire County Council with additional funding from Rushcliffe and Broxtowe Borough Councils, Gedling Health and Wellbeing Partnership, Nottinghamshire Fire and Rescue Service and Nottinghamshire pct.

The scheme was piloted in Rushcliffe in 2005 and has since rolled out into Gedling, Broxtowe, Mansfield, Sutton in Ashfield, Bassetlaw and Newark and Sherwood. 

Working with public and voluntary services, First Contact provides access to a range of services including:

· Information on benefits entitlements and assistance to complete forms
Falls assessments and advice on falls prevention

· Home safety and security advice

· Repairs, adaptations and specialist equipment for homes

· Energy saving improvements to assist with keeping warm and reducing energy bills

· Housing advice

· Information on activities and groups and transport schemes in the local community.

Partner organisations include the Pension Service, Nottinghamshire Fire and Rescue, Notts Police, Nottinghamshire County Council Adult Social Care and Health, Spirita, Greater Nottingham Healthy Housing, Nottinghamshire pct, borough councils, local voluntary and community organisations.

The simple checklist is completed by the first person who comes into contact with the older person – for example, a fire-fighter carrying out a Home Safety Check – and services that might be helpful are identified.  

Completed checklists are then sent to a central point of contact where electronic referrals are automatically generated to the appropriate agency.

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New Rules for licensed premises

At the end of July new streamlined rules to help pubs, village halls and other licensed premises came into force.  Pub and bar owners will find it cheaper and easier to make changes to their licences.
The new application process for small changes to licences – ‘Minor Variations’ - will save the industry as much as £2.3 million a year, and make it easier for licensees to change the layout of their premises, serve hot food after 11 pm or put on some live music events.

The cost of the new process will be less than £100 – compared to the previous average fee of around £225. Under the new system the applicant will fill in a short form, pay a flat rate of £89 and will wait no more than 15 days for a response, against 28 days at present.  There will also no longer be a requirement to advertise in a newspaper or for the licensee to make responsible authorities aware.

A new measure to help village halls and community halls also came into force.  Instead of having to have a designated person apply for a personal licence, responsibility for the supervision of alcohol sales can, on application, fall to the management committee. 

This measure will reduce the burden on individual volunteers, save hundreds of pounds in training costs and volunteer time and should also give halls greater flexibility to sell alcohol during community and fundraising events. 
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New Telephone Number

Nottinghamshire Police are launching a new single contact number in October.

The number, 0300 300 99 99, will be used for all enquiries to Nottinghamshire Police except in emergencies and it will replace the 12 numbers which are currently used across the county.  Although it is currently being trialled, it will be extensively advertised across the region in the autumn following its launch and official switch on in October.

When the switchover has been made, the same police staff will answer your calls, and your call will then be directed to the right person, department or police station, as it is now. The service will remain exactly the same; the only thing to change will be the number.

The new number was chosen following public consultation, where 96% of those asked thought that having one single number would make it easier to contact Nottinghamshire Police.   

Other drivers for change include recommendations from communication regulators Ofcom and her Majesty’s Inspectorate of Constabulary, (HMIC). Nottinghamshire Police are one of only ten forces to move to the single number.

Chief Superintendent David Walker, head of the force control rooms said: “Our drive is to continually improve the service we deliver to our communities. 

The introduction of a memorable single number will allow the organisation to become a more accessible and visible service provider by making it easier to contact us.  In the past having multiple contact numbers has led to some confusion as to which number to use to contact the police, which has resulted in some misuse of the 999 emergency number.  We are hoping this new number will see a reduction in this.”

The 03 number ranges are not for profit and part of the cost is absorbed by the Police Force. The telephone calls will cost the same or less than 01 or 02 prefixed numbers, all depending which service provider or mobile phone company that you are with. Caller locations can also be identified so they can be put through to the correct station or police officer and the single number ensures equal costs for the whole county. 

This number does NOT replace the emergency 999 number.  In an emergency dial 999:

· when a life is in danger

· when a serious incident or crime is actually taking place

· to report road traffic collisions with people trapped or badly hurt

· to report a vulnerable, missing person, such as a young or elderly person who may come to more harm.
