	General


	Staff working within the Foundation Stage need to be aware of National initiatives and developments.  They also need to have confidence in their evaluation of the quality of their provision and practice to ensure the best outcomes for all groups of children.  

There will be seven area-based network groups each term in 2011-12, to allow all practitioners working within the EYFS the opportunity to come together and share ideas and materials appropriate to this key stage.  This includes Teachers and Teaching Assistants working within the maintained sector or in independent schools and practitioners from other private or voluntary settings.  The main focus of the networks will continue to be for those working with children in the 3-5 age group.  Each of the area networks will follow the same programme each term; the focus will change from term to term.  

In the Autumn term the networks will be for all practitioners for half a day only, when we hope to be looking at the recommendations of the Tickell EYFS Review.  Should the recommendations not be accepted by the government then we will plan the networks to cover areas indicated both by practitioners’ previous Network evaluation forms and by the outcomes in the 2011 EYFS Profiles.
