Each ceremony is divided into sections giving you the chance to
create something personal and very special.

* Introduction and welcome

* Naming of child/children

* Parents promises

* Grandparents/supporting adults promises

* Readings and music
* Signing and presentation of certificate
* Closing words

You do not need to include all these in your ceremony, it is designed
to reflect your wishes and be as simple or as complex as you wish.

You will be presented with a commemorative certificate as a keepsake
of your ceremony and may wish to pay for extra certificates for
grandparents and other guests.
