• Feel more confident in having difficult conversations with caregivers about the impact 
of behaviour(s) on child/ren and what needs to change 

• Understand their responsibilities in confronting neglect and emotional abuse in order 
to achieve better outcomes for children 

• Understand the importance of resilience factors in assessing levels of need

Emotional Abuse within Nottingham City and Nottinghamshire are high. The focus of these 
inter-active events will be on early identification and prevention and developing practitioner 
confidence in working with families to address these issues.
