This includes services to adults who may be parents. All of these agencies have a duty to safeguard and promote the welfare of children and young people in the work they do. 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· There is no charge to partner agencies for NSCB events and in order to keep costs to a minimum, lunch is not provided and appropriately priced venues are used. These are spread across the county to enable participants to network locally with inter-agency colleagues. 

· There is a charge of £100.00 per person a day for private profit making organisations and companies who wish to attend NSCB training events.

· Please note: A charge of £40.00 will be made for non attendance at any of the training courses unless we are given at least 24 hours notice of cancellation.  Early cancellation of a place will afford other colleagues, who wish to attend, the opportunity to do so.

· NSCB courses are available to a wide range of statutory and voluntary organisations responsible for safeguarding children. This includes those services who primarily work with adults but who also have safeguarding children responsibilities such as drug and alcohol, mental health, domestic violence and housing.

· The training is organised to accommodate different degrees of need as identified in Working Together to Safeguard Children 2010. Some courses and seminars are open to all and others are targeted to particular roles and degrees of responsibility. Please use the NSCB application form to apply for a place on an event.
· The training pathway identifies the routes from which colleagues from partner agencies can access NSCB inter-agency training. 
· However we do try to be flexible where possible to make course attendance accessible to participants. If you are unsure whether an event is

suitable for you or wish to check your eligibility to attend, please telephone or email the Training Co-ordinator.  

· If you apply for a course, please keep the date free in your diary and ensure that you are able to attend for the whole day. 
· Certificates will only be provided on completion of the event.
· To make sure that the training retains a multi-agency focus, places will be offered on the basis of ensuring as many different agencies and roles are represented as possible. Therefore please apply in good time for a course and indicate a second choice (if there is one) in case your first preference is unavailable.

· Successful applicants will receive written confirmation of their place 3-4 weeks prior to the date of the course. If you are in doubt, please ring the training administrator to check rather than assume that you do not have a place or risk being turned away.

· Information packs are provided for events and attendance certificates are awarded at the end of the day once the training has been completed.

Training

· The courses and briefings are delivered by colleagues from NSCB partner agencies.

· Conferences and seminars are led by national or local speakers who have skills, knowledge and experience in a particular field.

· The NSCB uses a variety of training methods as appropriate.


Course Times

· Unless stated events will start at 9.30am with registration from 9.15am and finish at 4.30pm. Times of seminars and conferences will be advertised individually.

These groups indicate that the audiences for training are diverse and Working Together to Safeguard Children 2010 identifies how training needs can be met.

In order to meet the specified safeguarding training requirement:

· Groups 1 and 2 are likely to access single agency training and/or the e-learning module although for some roles in group 2 inter-agency training will be relevant.

· Groups 3 to 8 are likely to access a combination of single agency and inter-agency training as appropriate.

Please note: Working Together to Safeguard Children 2010 requires that colleagues in groups 1 to 8 receive refresher training at least every three years. There will however, be some colleagues with particular roles and responsibilities that require them to update their inter-agency training every two years. Please refer to your agency’s / organisation’s policy for the precise requirements.
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The NSCB provides an online learning package which is suitable for those needing an introduction to the subject or wishing to refresh their knowledge. The module can be used as an alternative to single agency Introduction to Safeguarding Children training.  In order to access this, learners will need access to an internet ready PC.

We offer a generic module called (Core) Awareness of Child Abuse and Neglect which is suitable for staff in a variety of roles and level of contact with children, young people, adults and families.
The module covers:

· Categories of abuse and neglect

· What to look for 

· What to do if you suspect abuse has occurred.

There are also two further versions of the online learning module available which have been developed for particular groups of colleagues;

· Police staff – this version incorporates information about legislation and police powers

· Colleagues who are working with young people particularly in an education setting – this version include information about issues as sexual exploitation and forced marriage.


The E-learning module is free to NSCB partner agencies. For more information please contact the NSCB Training Administrator.
