Peter Hayes is a potter like no other. 
His inspiration comes from walking 
the shoreline, from picking up 
pieces of driftwood and rusty iron 
and from Neolithic standing stones. 
Erosion and the rhythm of time are 
important elements of his work.

His studio is an old Toll House on a 
bridge over the river Avon and after 
the hazards of raku-firing his pieces 
are submerged in the flowing river 
for months at a time.

In practice I go by the seat of my 
pants. I have always worked this 
way, not going by any particular 
rules or methods. For instance, I like 
doing raku-firing with completely 
the ‘wrong’ clay, which I know 
will crack or explode in the kiln 
(especially when wet). But when all 
the pieces are stuck together and the 
surfaces are ground down it gives 
me a piece, a found object, with 
a pleasingly bruised and battered 
surface which has been carefully 
and lovingly honed down.
