	The provision of advice and training related to the Safe Handling of Pupils with a physical impairment is coordinated by the Physical Disability Support Service.  The school employs a team of advisors who specialise in delivering advice to school based staff on how to assist pupils in carrying out their daily routines.  They are also responsible for the delivery of Safe Handling training courses.  

The standard course is a two day event and covers the following areas:

· Understanding Disability

· Hoists and Sling Techniques

· Methods of Holding

· Handling small children/large children and adults with special needs.
